Recently our six 

year old made a profession of 

faith. It was such a blessing to 

me to watch her excitement. 

She wanted to tell everyone 

about her salvation. For about 

a week afterward she would 

come up to me and say ò 

Momma, I am so glad I have 

Jesus in my heart.ó  

She really got me thinking 

about my own excitement (or 

lack thereof) about knowing 

Christ. Why do we òseasonedó 

Christians lose that joy and 

excitement? I think that some-

where along the line we begin 

to take for granted what Christ 

did for us on Calvary. The 

wonder of our salvation gets 

lost in the mundane tasks at 

hand. The joy of our God gets 

lost in the frustrations of day 

to day living. We lose focus of 

who our God is, what He has 

done on our behalf, and what 

He continues to do in and 

through us. 

As we learn more about who 

our God is we should continue 

to grow in amazement at 

what He has done for us. With 

every trial comes another op-

portunity to grow in Christ 

and be even more amazed at 

what He has done for us! In 

turn, our excitement should 

òrub offó on those around us. 

As our daughter beamed with 

joy over her new found faith, I 

found my-

self asking 

God to 

return to 

me the joy 

of His sal-

vation. 

What a 

wonderful 

gift!  

As I look back over last year what can you sayé except   
ñGod is great, God is goodé let us thank Him.ò 
Perhaps these words seem trite or trivial, but I 
think they best express my thoughts concerning 
what God has done this past year. It never ceases 
to amaze me how God works in the hearts of men 
for His glory and I canôt say that I fully understand 
why He utilizes the efforts of men in that process. 
We can plan, prepare and carry out but in the end 
we are dependant on Him to do the work in hearts 
that we cannot doé and He is so faithful, merciful, 
kind, gracious and longsuffering to draw men and 
women to Himself.

What a 
joy to hear a young lady give testimony of search-
ing for truth in so many different places only to 
find the truth in the Gospel and Godôs Word at 
some ñBibleò camp she never planned to attend!
